That which comes into your mind shall never come about. You
say, '""We will be like the families of the nations, serving wood
and stone." As I live, says the L-rd G-d, surely with a mighty
hand, and with an outstretched arm, and with anger poured

out, will I be King over you. (Ezek. 20:32-33)

G-d will not let Israel assimilate. Rather, He will angrily cast them out of the exile by

the nations rising up to destroy or banish them from their lands. In this regard, the

first redemption presages the present one. G-d told Moses (Ex. 6:1), "Now you will

see what | do to Pharaoh. With a strong hand he will send them out and with a

strong hand he will drive them out of his land."” Rashi and Rashbam both comment:

"Against Israel's will he will drive them out." Israel were always a stiff-necked

people and never wished to leave a comfortable exile. They always had to be driven

out for their own good.

G-d transforms the nations' love for Israel to hatred, and only in that way do Israel

leave the exile. We saw this already with Jacob, where only the hatred of Laban and

his sons moved him to return to Eretz Israel: "Jacob saw Laban's face. Laban was
not acting toward him as he had before. The L-rd said to Jacob, 'Go back to your
birthplace™ (Gen. 31:2-3). And regarding Egypt it says, "He turned [Egypt's] heart to

hate His people, to deal craftily with His servants” (Ps. 105:25).

It is the same in our day. We have paid a cruel price for the modem establishment of

a Jewish commonwealth and the ingathering of the exiles. Only the nations' hatred,

which led to the destruction of countless communities, made the remnants leave for

Eretz Israel.
